	What I saw:
Upon students settling in to class Jaclyn asked them if they have plans for the weekend.  Students began to share their plans.  A student then asked Jaclyn what she was doing this weekend.  They then transferred to content. Jaclyn asked how they are feeling about the DBQs and if they are improving, staying the same or getting worse.  The students began to share how they were feeling. 

"Anything else you guys are feeling better about"

"Anything else you feel you still need work on?" -grouping, the strong thesis

"I went over these and one thing I want to bring attention to is picking a side"

Jaclyn then began to give examples.  

"I have already divided you into partners and I am going to call you up and you are going to trade with your partner"

After all papers were handed out

"who did not take the dbq? everyone have one" "Ok what I am going to do is give you all a rubric, you can write on this, but I just want to go over it quickly."

shhh

"You are going to pretend you are an AP dbq grader, which I will show you in a minute"

There were many students talking

A lot of individuals were asking on their own if they needed a certain writing utensil***clarifies specific requirements would eliminate this.  When describing where they would put the 1, or different numbers and where they would underline, was a bit confusing without you demonstrating it.  Perhaps putting it on overhead and pointing to the spot and having an example "mock" one would have been beneficial for the visual learners.

"on the back write what they did well and how they could improve and any advice"

"Peer editing lets you see ideas that maybe you never thought of. we are going to start silent, go through it, and then we will pair up, and I will be walking around"

Students began to peer edit and read the essay that they were assigned.  During this time Jaclyn began to walk around.

The relationship between you and the students is obvious.  This is a very strong point and it leads to shared respect and more learning.

  


	Suggestions

It seemed that there was confusion on the rubric aspect.  I would suggest doing an example on the board and having one form them to reference.  I would also suggest breaking it up.  Show them how you find the thesis on your mock paper, then have them do it, then move onto the next section, continue on for each component with modeling and then allowing them time to do it.  Having this guidance would have eliminated a lot of questions.  Also, when handing out the papers, no need to have every student come out.  Hand both to one member of the group and that member could give the paper to the other person, this would have cut the time for handing out papers in half, eliminating wait time and possibility for distruptive behaviors.
