Post The Rise and Fall of the Cold War (4 Weeks)

	Stage 1

	State Content and Skill Standards:
10.9  Students analyze the international developments in the post–World
War II world. 
1. Compare the economic and military power shifts caused by the war, including the Yalta Pact, the development of nuclear weapons, Soviet control over Eastern Euro​ pean nations, and the economic recoveries of Germany and Japan. 
2. Analyze the causes of the Cold War, with the free world on one side and Soviet client states on the other, including competition for influence in such places as Egypt, the Congo, Vietnam, and Chile. 

3. Understand the importance of the Truman Doctrine and the Marshall Plan, which established the pattern for America’s postwar policy of supplying economic and military aid to prevent the spread of Communism and the resulting economic and political competition in arenas such as Southeast Asia (i.e., the Korean War, Vietnam War), Cuba, and Africa. 
4. Analyze the reasons for the collapse of the Soviet Union, including the weakness of the command economy, burdens of military commitments, and growing resistance to Soviet rule by dissidents in satellite states and the non-Russian Soviet republics. 

5. Discuss the establishment and work of the United Nations and the purposes and functions of the Warsaw Pact, SEATO, NATO, and the Organization of American States. 
10.11  Students analyze the integration of countries into the world economy and the information, technological, and communications revolutions (e.g., television, satellites, computers). 


	Understandings:

Students will understand that…

1. The Cold War resulted from a variety of conflicts between the US and USSR which began even before WWII was finished.

2. The existence of nuclear weapons added a new dimension to post-war conflicts and diplocy.

3. De-colonization and the rise of the Third World also complicated international affairs.

4. Eastern and Western Europeans were often unhappy with domination by the superpowers but were politically and economically forced to submit to their wishes.

5. The Cold War created cultural and social turbulence in Europe.

6. Cold War tensions eventually led both Eastern and Western Europeans to seek ways to separate themselves from the influence of the superpowers.

7. Growing discontent with Soviet influence in E. Europe, coupled with growing economic and political problems in the Soviet Union led to a series of revolts against the USSR which culminated in not only the autonomy of E. European nations, but also the breakup of the USSR.

8. Gorbachev’s policies of glasnost and perestroika played an important role in the E. European and Soviet changes.

9. Western European nations reorganized the Common Market into the EEC, and many have adopted the Euro, in an attempt to become autonomous and competitive economically and politically.
10. NATO has had to reexamine its purpose and membership.

What were the steps in the outbreak and development of the Cold War, and describe what led to confrontation and conflict between the USSR & the West?
To what extent were E. and W. European Nations capable of controlling their own fate?  (Did this differ between E. and W. European nations?)
How did de-colonization affect Europe?
To what extent were cold war tensions reflected in Europe socially, culturally, and artistically?

What new dimensions have nuclear arms added to international relations?
How is the collapse of Communism in Eastern Europe and the USSR changing political, economic, cultural, and social relationships in the world?
What role does Western Europe play in contemporary international affairs?
What impact will the European Union have on international economic and political policy?

	Stage 3-Learning Plan

	Learning Activities: 
Day 1= (2 hours) Introduction to the Cold War 

-Key terms/main ideas

-A look into political cartoon propaganda/analysis
-Introduce Formative Assessment 

Day 2 = (2 hours) Decolonization/NATO vs WARSAW
Students will complete “Country allies Scramble” in a competition. Students will see a PowerPoint presentation on NATO and WARSAW as well as watch clips on decolonization, then complete an analysis on documents from the Indian Indepedence Movement and Ghandi. 
Day 3 = (1 hour) Common Market
Students will use Chromebooks to navigate several websites given information on the Common market and how it came to be/effected Europe. 
Day 4 = (2 hours) Social transformation/Vietnam 
Students will watch brief clips of War footage/protests/interviews
Students will analyze primary source documents (music, interviews, art, articles) of the counterculture as well as conservatives. It will be in a gallery walk style where students will walk to each station, analyze a primary source, and then write on a large sheet of paper what they thought. Come together and look at each source.  

Day 6 = (2 hours) DBQ/Ch 30 Test
The students will complete a DBQ on the Cold War and will be given an hour and put in a setting just like the AP test. Then the students will complete a multiple-choice test on Chapter 30.
Day 7 = (1 hour) Argue the test
The students will “argue the test” to show critical thinking and the ability to question and debate with the use of evidence. 
Day 8 = (2 hours) The Berlin Wall/The Fall of the Cold War
Students will watch short documentary on the Berlin wall. Students will look at art/music lyrics/poetry on Berlin Wall to analyze. Students will create timeline on the fall on the fall of the Cold War. David Hasslehoff clip singing at the fall of the Berlin Wall at the end. 
Day  9= (2 hours) The Establishment of the European Union
PowerPoint on the European Union then students will complete a European Union web quest on Chrome books. 
Day 10= (1 hour) Unit Test/Present formative
